Selador Lights (What we currently own)
- Green, amber, red, blue(s)shows nodes and shadows; distinct multi-cell units used upstage;  no smooth dimming

TriLED (Made in China and exclusively distributed from L.A.)
-Diodes of green, red, and blue all at once; shadow is still unfocused, but are seen as only one color; because there is no dimmer- they don’t have a smooth fade for the last 10%. 54 WATTS
- Screens available to broaden or sharpen the projection
-Fixture doesn’t heat up
 	A/C bill will decrease; draws ½ an AMP, whereas current lamps pull 5 AMPs

Cygnus: QuadLED (Colors and White)
- Out the week of 3-1-2010

Anycolor Pro
-Pre-production; eye in center creates brightest color, but is slightly discolored from rest of the flood
