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A Project May Be Approved With the Class Project Proposal Form Only If All of the Following Criteria are Met:
1. The research is conducted by Southwestern University students for class credit.  

2. The participant data are anonymous.

3. The research is not on a sensitive or illegal issue (e.g., drugs, alcohol, sexual activity).

4. All participants are 18 years of age or older.
5. Data collection occurs on the SU campus.

6. The project meets one of the following criteria:

 A)
The research only involves data collection methods of direct observation, participant observation, oral interview, or written survey at an event on campus.  Interviewing and surveying may only be done with SU students at least 18 years or older.

 B)
The research only involves data collection methods of direct observation or participant observation at a public event off-campus.

 C)
The research involves data collection methods of direct observation or participant observation at a public event off-campus, and the research involves data collection methods of oral interviews or written surveys of only SU students at least 18 years old  (on or off campus).

*The course instructor must complete a class project form for the IRB for all projects involving exempt student research.
